2021 was marked by new uncertainties and challenges, still reeling from 
the eruption of COVID-19 pandemic in March 2020. Climate challenges 
continue to pressure countries in these regions to act in times where short 
term priorities are overshadowing longer term targets. 

Exceptional policy measures worldwide prevented a major economic 
collapse, but the diverse fiscal spaces available to different governments 
led to inequality in policy response to the health and economic crises. 
Countries with ample fiscal positions were able to allocate budgetary 
support to social protection mechanisms to avert the breakdown of health 
systems, social unrest, and the worst eventualities; countries with less 
economic firepower were less successful. Despite compensatory 
measures, inequality, poverty and unemployment among young people and 
women increased, especially in the Mediterranean and Africa. 

In this turbulent context, EMEA continued its activities researching innova-
tive and sustainable options for the socio-economic future of the region, 
and implementing EU-funded projects supporting entrepreneurship, 
economic development and sustainable energy transition. Over the course 
of the year, we produced 39 publications and organized 14 events including 
webinars, annual conferences and seminars. 

The Euro-Mediterranean Network for Economic Studies (EMNES), an 
economic policy research network run by EMEA, produced 15 studies, 
working papers and policy papers, and in December 2021 officially enlarged 
its scope to include Africa and become EMANES, setting the Africa-EU 
partnership and cooperation as a key pillar for research in 2022. 

EMEA is an independent research institution and forum of debate that provides
innovative, forward-looking thinking and political, socio-economic and financial 
integrated analyses on Europe, the Mediterranean and Africa in an emerging 
multipolar world. As a “think and act tank”, it strives to contribute decisively to 
the transition process in the Mediterranean and Africa amidst climatic 
challenges, unprecedented global financial and economic crises and geopolitical 
uncertainties and conflicts. 

Founder and President of EMEA

2022 was the year of war in Ukraine and of the major economic disruptions produ-
ced by high prices of energy and food particularly in Europe, the Mediterranean 
and Africa. Countries in the latter struggled with fiscal constraints put at a test du-
ring the COVID 19 pandemic, were unable to resist the new shock waves coming 
energy and food crises. Between short-term and long-term challenges stemming 
from economic hardship, government indebtedness continued to raise getting 
step by step closer to disorderly default scenarios and absence of global stabiliza-
tion and restructuring deal. Inequality, poverty and unemployment among youth 
and women persisted while little to no safety net to protect despaired populations. 

Against this backdrop, the Euro-Mediterranean Economists Association has been 
making strides in research and advocating for resilient, sustainable, inclusive and 
just policies. Over the course of this year, we have held and participated in over 63 
events, including 4 EMEA led events and 11 participations in numerous pavilions 
at COP27 in Sharm El Sheikh, Egypt in November. EMEA also released 18 publica-
tions across the EMEA and EMANES networks, as well 3 external publications such 
as our contributions to the G20-T20 under Indonesia Presidency. 

Coupled with this agenda, EMEA launched the Sustainable Transformative Alliance 
for Sustainable Transformative Action, a public, private, academia collaboration 
with the aim of developing innovative thinking and projects to accelerate the tran-
sition towards a sustainable, greener, and resilient models in Europe, the Medite-
rranean and Africa. 

Also this year, EMEA has co-founded and launched the Brain Capital Alliance ai-
ming to drive policies that consider brain capital which not only offers a pathway 
to understanding the new economic and social reality, but can also be a driver of 
resilience by building brain skills and brain health over a person’s lifetime. 
To enhance open access knowledge and informed monitoring of regional societal 
challenges and actions to tackle them, EMEA launched the Transparent, Responsi-
ble, Inclusive and Sustainable Dashboard and the Brain Capital Dashboard. 

Bringing together these initiatives, EMEA is working to produce more resilient, 
transparent, responsible, inclusive and sustainable societies well equipped for the 
social and economic transformation.

TRIS Dashboard 

EMEA developed the innovative “TRIS” concept for socio-economic development 

in the Mediterranean. TRIS stands for “Transparent”, “Responsible”, “Inclusive” and 

“Sustainable”. This new concept can be enlarged in other regions of the world in-

cluding Africa. Research, surveys and policy analysis are intended to inform policy 

actors about this new concept and how to implement in economic policies. The TRIS 

Dashboard was launched this year. 

Brain Capital 

In 2022, EMEA continued its research into neuroscience policy, aiming to enhance knowledge on 

brain health and promote the new concept of “Brain Capital” as a triggering element for reconcep-

tualizing and revitalizing the economy. The Neuroscience-inspired Policy Initiative considers brain 

skills and brain health as an indispensable part of the knowledge economy. OECD – NAEC promotes 

this concept as an approach for thinking about the economy and how it works in new ways and is 

laying some of the groundwork, looking at relevant metrics and building up a network of interested 

actors in the medical field, neuroscience, philanthropy and business.

Sustainable Transformative Alliance 

At COP27, EMEA held the event Towards an innovative and integrated transformative action to 

tackle climate change and officially launched the Sustainable Transformative Alliance. The aim of 

the STA is to contribute to the implementation of climate adaptation actions in Europe, the Me-

diterranean and Africa through a transdisciplinary approach based on identification of needs and 

opportunities, knowledge transferring, and encouraging transformative policies. STA is addressed 

to high-level stakeholders, regional and local authorities mainly municipalities, and to the ecosystem 

of financial institutions, companies, businesses (SMEs, MSMEs), research organisations and that are 

interested in applying the STA framework and monitor their results for enhancing policies.

The project also laun-
ched a call for cultural and creative business proposals. So far, the project has selected 4 from Jordan, Morocco, Leba-
non, and Tunisia. The proposals from Egypt and Palestine will begin the selection process in 2023. 

Engagement and Advocacy
The second CREACT4MED Annual Conference was held in November 2022, with great success bringing together CCI 
entrepreneurs and experts from across the region. At the end of the conference, a networking event was held under the 
framework of CREACT4MED EU-Southern Neighbourhood Creative Dialogues in collaboration with Creativeforum.si 
and the Slovenian Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

The project also visited 2 of the targeted countries in 2022 (Morocco and Jordan) with the remaining 4 to be visited in 
2023.
